It is an integral part of the
IFN-gamma signaling transduction pathway and is likely to interact with GAF, JAK1 and
JAK?2. Defects in IFNGR2 are a cause of autosomal recessive Mendelian susceptibility to
mycobacterial disease (MSMD), also known as familial disseminated atypical mycobacterial
infection.
