It is a
chemoattractant for natural killer cells, monocytes and a variety of other immune cells.
MIP-1Bis a major HIV-suppressive factor produced by CD8+ T cells. Perforin-low memory
CD8+ T cells are the most common T-cells that normally synthesize MIP-1-beta in humans.
MIP-1Bhas been shown to interact with CCL3. It can signal through the CCRS5 receptor.
Recombinant MIP-1B/CCL4 produced in E. coli is a single non-glycosylated polypeptide chain
containing 69 amino acids.
